SIZES
One

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS
Width: 73"
Depth in Center: 29”

MATERIALS
Universal Yarn Revolutions (57% acrylic,
15% nylon, 10% alpaca, 10% wool, 8%
mohair; 200g/612 yds)

e 104 Restless — 1 skein
Needles: US Size 10% (6.5 mm) 32”
circular (or longer) or size needed to
obtain gauge
Notions: Tapestry needle, stitch markers

GAUGE
9 sts x 13 rows =4” in St st
Save time, check your gauge.

Ruit, Relax, Smile, Repeat!
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PATTERN NOTES

This uniquely shaped and asymmetric shawl is
knit from the top down. The wider side is shaped
with short-rows.

Only 1 ball of Revolutions is required for this
project. You will be required to pull from both
the center and the outer edge of the ball. If you
prefer, you may wish to wind off half the ball
before beginning to prevent tangling of the two
strands.

The portion from the center of the ball will be
referred to CC1. The outer portion of yarn will be
called CC2

I-Cord Bind Off

Cast on 2 sts to first st on left ndl using knitted
cast-on. * K1, k2tog tbl (1 st bound off), slip these
2 sts back to left ndl; rep from * until all sts have
been bound off. Bind off rem 2 |-Cord sts.

SHAWL

With CC1, cast on 3 sts. Knit 6 rows in garter
stitch.

Next row (RS): K3, rotate work 90 degrees, pick
up and knit 3 sts from side of tab, rotate work 90
degrees, pick up and knit 3 sts from cast-on edge
— 9 sts.

Next row (WS): K4, pm, k1, pm, k4.

Shape Shawl with Short-Rows

Row 1 (RS): With CC2, k2, yo, knit to m, yo, sl m,
k1, sl m, yo, knit to last 2 sts, yo, k2 — 4 stsinc’d,
13 sts.

Row 2 (WS): With CC2, purl to m, sl m, wrap next
(center) st and turn.

Row 3: With CC2, sl m, yo, knit to last 2 sts, yo, k2
— 2 stsinc’d, 15 sts.

Row 4: With CC2, purl. to m, k1, purl to end.
With CC1, rep Rows 1-4, 21 sts.

Cont to Rep Rows 1-4, alternating between CC1
and CC2, 27 more times — 183 sts.

Lower Edge

Row 1 (RS): With CC1, k2, yo, knit to m, yo, sl m,
k1, sl m, yo, knit to last 2 sts, yo, k2 — 4 stsinc’d,
187 sts.

Row 2 (WS): With CC1, knit to m, sl m, wrap next
(center) st and turn.

Row 3: With CC1, sl m, yo, knit to last 2 sts, yo, k2
— 2 stsinc’d, 189 sts.

Row 4: With CC1, knit.

Rows 5-7: With CC1, Rep Rows 1-3 — 195 sts.
With CC1, bind off all sts using I-Cord Bind-off
over the next WS row.

FINISHING
Weave in ends. Wet or lightly steam block.
